Winning Candidates by Political Parties

Background

In 2015 General Elections, 22 out of 91 political parties won. Altogether 1150
parliamentarians were elected nationwide. This brief article focuses political parties
of winning candidates, especially on the political parties with over 20% of
candidates winning.

The demographic data used in this brief article was obtained from Union

Election Commission and Enlightened Myanmar Research Foundation transcribed
into excel format both in Burmese and English for the purpose of analysis.

Analysis
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Figure (1) Political parties with over 20% of candidates winning



As can be seen, 886 out of 1,123 candidates from National League for
Democracy won the election and the success rate was nearly 80 per cent. The
second most successful party is Arakan National Party with 45 winning candidates
out of 77. Zomi Congress for Democracy had 6 winning candidates which made up
its half. This was followed closely by Pao National Organisatioin (10 winning
candidates out of 22) and Ta-Amg Palaung National Party (12 winning candidates
out of 27). Shan National League for Democracy had 40 winning candidates out of
155 though the success rate is below 30 per cent.
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Figure (2) Numbers of Non-NLD Winners

NLD had a landslide victory in Magway and Tanintharyi regions. The number
of non-NLD winners in other regions is below 10 except in Mandalay where there
are 16 candidates from other political parties. Shan state had the most non-NLD
winners, which was 125 candidates. Rakhine also had considerably high number of
non-NLD winners (50 candidates).

Figure (3) Numbers of Winning Candidates in Hluttaws by Political Parties

As seen in the above figure, National League for Democracy is the most
successful party in all three hluttaws and the posts for ethnic affair candidate.
Arakan National Party is second most successful party in all three hluttaws. Shan
Nationalities League for Democracy did not have a very high ratio of winning versus
competing candidates but won 40 seats in total.
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
