During 2015 general elections, total 90 parties competed for the seats at different
Hluttaws and 22 parties won (24%).

When compared the party competing with party winning in different states and
regions, 12 parties in Shan State won out of 28 parties competed i.e., 43% and in
Kachin State, 41% won (7 out of 17 parties). Nine percent of parties won in Yangon
Region (3 out of 33), 9% won in Bago Region (2 out of 22) and 9% won in Tanintharyi
Region (1 out of 11 parties). In Magway Region, 1 out of 16 parties won (7%) and it was
the lowest percentage among all States and Regions.
