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Laws Passed by The First Rakhine State Hluttaw (2011-2016)

The First Rakhine State Hluttaw passed 29 laws in total. There are 15 routine
laws and 14 state/region legislative laws, which are prescribed in Article 188, Schedule
Two of the Constitution.

Laws, which are prepared and submitted to local legislatures only by the
administrative side and State/Region governments annually, are identified as routine
laws. Specifically, routine laws include annual budget laws, supplementary budget
allocation law, and local development plan law. State/Region legislative laws are passed
in order to respond the local policy needs in areas identified as local legislative list by the
Schedule Two of the 2008 Constitution. For example: Fishery Laws, Village Firewood
Plantation Laws and Cultural Heritage Preservation Law.
